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Twins Renee and Ines
Spanier were two of the
937 passengers
traveling in 1939 on the
SS St. Louis ship. The
US government refused
to allow the refugees to
land, and their ship
returned to Europe on
the eve of the war.

Full of hate and spreading ugly antisemitism, Coughlin incited
his followers to turn against refugees fleeing Hitler. In 1938,
his supporters marched through New York shouting, “Send
the Jews back where they came from in leaky boats.”
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
